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I. Essential Information
1) The program is designed for making astrological calculations and is useful both for professionals and amateurs that take an interest in astrology.
2) The program works under WINDOWS'95/’98/ME/2000.
3) The installation procedure is described in part II of this instruction.
4) The program is distributed on 3'5 inch floppy disks provided with the multicolored proprietary label. Each user acquires a certificate with the blue *STAR trade mark, number of the copy and name of the user. Consultations, guarantees and privilege exchange for new program versions are only provided for owners of legal copies. Privilege exchange for a new program version is only made in the presence of the certificate and floppy disks with the older program version. That's why it is strongly recommended not to lose the certificate.

5) Number of installations is usually restricted to four. When the installation is finished the message is displayed saying how many installations are left.
6) Important changes of the computer configuration (for example, replacement of the hard disk) or systems programs (for example, replacement of the operational system) may sometimes lead to a loss of an installation.

NB! The developers strongly advise not to purchase one program copy for several users. First, if you purchase only one installation, you may lose it in case of a system failure or program reinstallation and find yourself unable to use the program. Secondly, only those users who acquire certificates and are registered in the database are considered legal. Purchasing one installation from a legal owner of the program, you don't become a legal user yourself and can't get a consultation or technical support from the developers.

7) The program is distributed "as is", i.e. the developers don't account for problems that emerge in the process of using the program. However, they would be grateful to hear or read your requests and remarks. The contact information is provided in part III of this instruction. If any problems or unexpected effects appear in the process of using the program, please copy immediately the STAR.CFG configuration file, which is stored in the same folder as STAR.EXE, to a separate floppy disk. Analysis of the configuration will help the developers to perform the diagnostics.

When a failure occurs by using the program, a message is usually displayed that helps the developers to diagnose the situation. If this happens, we advise you to write down the exact contents of the message, or else the developers will be unable to find out why the problem occurred.

NB! The developers do not give answers to questions that relate to the sphere of computer literacy (like "How can I copy a file?", "What does it mean to run the program?", "How can I run Windows?", "How a floppy disk is inserted into the disk drive?" etc.).

8) The program requires no more that 5 megabytes of space on the hard drive. 
9) The program is provided with the context dependent HELP function, which is activated by the F1 key. If you have a question, please search HELP for the answer - in most cases you will find the answer there.

II. How to Install the Program

1) Exit all the programs that are currently running under WINDOWS.
2) Insert the N 1 floppy disk into the disk drive and run the SETUP.EXE file.
To do that, click on the Start button, then on Run and type a:\setup.exe (or b:\setup.exe if you have two disk drives and the floppy disk was been inserted into the second one).

a) The Welcome dialog box will be displayed.


Information: 

this program will install STAR into your computer;

don't forget to exit all the programs that were previously started.

Your actions:

Click on the Next button if you want to proceed with the installation.
Click on the Cancel button to cancel the installation.
b) The Choose Destination Location dialog box.

Information: 

the program displays name of the folder in which STAR will be installed in the lower part of the window.

Your actions:

Click on the Next button if the selected folder suits you;

Click on the Cancel button to stop the installation procedure;

Click on the Back button to return to the previous dialog box;

Click on the Browse button to change the folder.
If you decide to change the folder, you will be asked to select the folder where the program will be installed or type the path yourself. If you type the path that doesn't exist, the dialog box will be displayed with a question mark and the Setup title, saying the folder doesn't exist and offering you to create it (the Yes button) or dismiss the folder you selected (the No button).

c) The Select Program Folder dialog
Information:

You can create a new folder to store STAR icons or select one of the folders that already exist.
Your actions:

Click on the Next button if the suggested Star43 folder suits you;

Type a different name and then click on the Next button if you want to create a new folder with a different name;

Select one of the existing folders on the list and then click on Next if you want to store the icons in an existing folder;

Click on the Cancel button to stop the installation procedure;

Click on the Back button to return to the previous dialog box;

d) The Start Copying Files dialog box 

Information:

The program will again ask you to make sure you have selected the right folder to install the program into and are ready to proceed.

Your actions:

Click on the Next button to complete the installation;

Click on the Cancel button to stop the installation procedure;

Click on the Back button to return to the previous dialog box;

After that copying of the files will be started.

e) The Setup Needs the Next Disk dialog.

Your actions:

Insert the N 2 floppy disk into the disk drive and click on the OK button.

f) The Setup Complete dialog
Your actions:

Click on the Finish button.

Having installed the program, you can start it by clicking on the STAR icon. The icon is stored in the folder you selected in the Select Program Folder dialog box. If you didn't change the folder name, this would be the Star43 folder. If you don't see the folder on the screen after clicking on the Finish button, that means that it was minimized and you have to restore it. To do that, click on the folder name on the taskbar in the lower part of the screen and the folder will be opened.

NB! If you work in the WINDOWS'2000 environment, the mentioned folder will not be created. To display the icon on the Desktop, click on the desktop with the right mouse button, select Shortcut on the pop-up menu and type the path to STAR.EXE (this file is stored in the Program Files\Star Software\Star43 folder, unless you defined a different path in the Choose Destination Location dialog box). In the same way you can display the utility icon to access the file with coordinates of cities (TOWNS.EXE).

To fully complete the installation, start STAR without removing the second floppy disk from the drive. Type down the name of the corresponding drive (A or B) when you are asked to. After the message is displayed saying how many installations are left, you are automatically carried into the program working space. However, we advise you to click on the OK button in the data input dialog box, which appears on the screen, and then, just as the chart is displayed, exit the program (the X button in the upper left corner).

After that remove the floppy disk from the drive.

At that the installation procedure will reach its full completion.

NB! If ever you decide to uninstall the program, you can do this in the standard way (My Computer - Control Panel - Add/Remove Programs).

For more details on how to uninstall the program, resort to the program HELP function.

Uninstalling the newer version of the program, you don't thus uninstall the older one as well. Therefore, if you want to get rid of the older version, you should uninstall it in the customary way.
